Instructions for Cadet Annual Survey:

This annual survey is a necessary part of the cadet program.  It gives the Wing Commander and Director of Cadet Programs a quick scan of the progress of cadet squadrons during the year.  It also gives the squadron commander, the deputy commander of cadets, and the cadet commander  the oportunity to review the year, makes changes, set new goals, etc. for their unit.  The information is vital for the preparation of the Wing’s DDR program that is submitted each year.

This report should be submitted to DCP by Jan 30 each year.

Year:  ALL SQUADRONS- Survey is for current calendar year  (for example: Jan 1-Dec 31, 2002)

If you are a DDR squadron there is an additional survey that is required for the End of Year (EOY) report for the DDR program. Your survey year for the DDR EOY report  is from Sept – August    (for example Sept 1. 2001-August 1, 2002)  You will use this same form for the EOY survey and send it  to the DDR administrator ( only the dates differ from the regular yearly survey.)

This is the easiest way to track membership retention, renewal, as well as the major milestone achievements (Mitchell, Earhart, Eaker, Spaatz) etc.  If you don’t have access to this document, CAPWATCH (on national website) can provide you the membership information.
