SUBJECT:  CHECK PILOT STANDARDIZATION COURSE

1. On  13 February and 14 February 2004, Mississippi Wing will conduct a National Check Pilot Course.  Registration will be from 1600 to 1700 on 13 February 2004 and 0800 to 0900 on February 14 at Columbus Air Force Base SAC Alert Facility.  The ground portion will be conducted Friday evening and again on Saturday morning.  Those who make it for Friday night will be the first scheduled for check rides on Saturday while the second ground school is in session.  If you fly into Columbus AFB on Friday before the base closes, you must get a PPR from Base Operations at 662-434-2861.

2.  Attendance at this course is by reservation only.  All check pilots desiring to attend  this course must submit a Form 17 to Johnnie Coombs at P.O.Box 127, Blue Mountain, MS 38610 or fax 662-685-4331 for a reservation prior to COB 9 February 2004..

3. Each check pilot trainee will complete (prior to arrival)  the CAPF 5 written examination and

aircraft questionnaire appropriate to the airplane ( C172 and C182’s available)to be used for the flight check.  These forms will be turned in to the Project Officer at the beginning of the course.  Each trainee must be in a complete, proper, and current uniform for the duration of the school.

4.  Lodging can be arranged at no cost at the SAC facility under the same roof as the school.  It is somewhat spartan and you have to go down the hall to the lavatory or showers, but the price is right.  Tell Johnnie Coombs as soon as possible if you want to stay there.  The Magnolia Inn (VOQ) at 662-434-2548 is also available at approximately $25.00 per night.  Make your own reservations.  (To get reservations more than 24 hours in advance, you must FAX them a copy of your MSA orders.)  There are many motels in Columbus if anyone wants to stay off base although transportation will only be provided by CAP vans on the base.

5. Transportation will be provided for meals at the Cardinal Inn, the base Dining Hall.

6. The first to the fleet new Australian built 8 seat airplane is scheduled to be in attendance for orientation rides.  Sorry, it is not yet available for check rides.

7. This is the first time we have been able to use this facility for air operations, and it is always possible that someone with another star might reverse the decision.  Alternate locations will be either Gulfport ANG Base (or) Jackson Hawkins.  Let’s make this a positive experience and the Base (will be) glad that they hosted us.
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
